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Application Procedures
for Status of Residence

The general procedure for applying for residency
status is as follows, but we recommend checking
the most up-to-date sources (Refer links below)
for detailed information.

1.

Confirmation of Required Status of Residence:
Confirm which status of residence is required.
The appropriate status of residence depends
on the purpose of your visit, such as study
abroad, employment, family stay, etc.
Preparation of necessary documents: Prepare
the necessary documents according to your
desired status of residence. Examples include
passports, application forms, photographs,
certificates of intended residence, and
certificates of eligibility.

Submission of application documents: Submit
the prepared documents to the Immigration
Bureau or Japanese embassy or consulate in
the area where you will be staying.

Application Reception and Screening: Once
the documents are submitted, the application
for status of residence will be accepted and
screened. The examination process takes time,
so it is important to apply early.

Interviews and submission of additional
information: Depending on your application,
you may be required to conduct an interview
or submit additional information. Please follow
the instructions.

Notification of Application Result: If your
application is approved, you will be issued a
Notice for issuance of residence permit
(residence card). If denied, you may be notified
of the reason and response method.

Receive your Residency Permit Card: When
issued, pick up your permit at designated
location. Please conduct activities according to
duration and restrictions of residence status.

A Permanent Resident Visa allows you to continue
to stay in Japan without changing your nationality.
There are no restrictions on residence activities or
period of stay, and residence status management
is greatly eased, allowing for greater freedom in
activities in Japan.

Requirements for PR Visa Application

The following general requirements must be met

to apply for PR visa, but please check the most

up-to-date sources for details requirements and
application procedures. (Refer below link)

It is also important to consider obtaining

professional advice and assistance, as applying for

a PR visa can be a complex process.

Legal Period of Residence: Generally, the

applicant must be continuously resided in Japan

for at least 10 years. However, out of this
period, the foreign national must have stayed in

Japan for at least 5 years with a work

qualification  (excluding "Technical Intern

Training" and "Specified Technical Skill #1"

status of residence) or a residence status with

at least 5 years.

* Financial stability: The applicant must be
financially stable. Proof of income and resident
tax payment may be required.

* No criminal record: Applicants must have no
serious criminal record.

* Public order and health reasons: The applicant
must have no reasons to deny permanent
residence for public order or health reasons.

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Application Procedures for PR Visa

Prepare the required documents: The
following documents may be required to apply
for a permanent residence visa. Documents
may vary depending on your status of
residence, so please be sure to check with the
immigration office/website of your stay.

* Passport, application form, letter of
reasons, copy of resident card (former
alien registration card), documents such as
certificate of qualification or certificate of
career, certificate of tax payment for
resident tax, proof of income (certificate
of income and withholding tax, pay slip,
etc.), other documents required according
to the applicant's personal situation,
guarantor's letter, etc.

Submission of application documents: Submit
the prepared documents to the immigration
office (Immigration Bureau) of your area of
stay. For details on where to submit the
documents and the procedures, please check
the official website.

Screening and interview: After submitting the

documents, an examination may be conducted.

In some cases, an interview or additional

information may be required.

Notification of Application Result: Upon

completion of the review process, you will be

notified of the result of your application. If
your Permanent Resident Visa is approved, you
will be issued a Permanent Residence Notice.

Receive Permanent Residence Card: Once you

receive your Permanent Residence Notice,

follow the instructions to complete the
necessary procedures. Usually, the changeover
to a Resident Card will take place.

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Visa for highly-skilled foreign professionals

"Highly-skilled foreign professionals" refers to the
point calculation results of a foreigner who has a
score of 70 or above.

Requirements for applying for a PR visa from a
highly specialized profession are no different from
those for applying for a PR visa from other
statuses, with a few exceptions. Benefits of this
visa:

1. For those recognized as advanced “Highly-
skilled foreign professionals” with 70 or more
points, the current 5-year period of stay
required to apply for PR permit will be reduced
to 3 years.

2. For those who are recognized as “Particularly
highly-skilled foreign professionals” (those with
80 or more points), the period of stay required
to apply for a PR permit will be significantly
reduced from the current 5 years to 1 year,
equivalent to "Japanese version of the Green
Card for Highly-skilled foreign professionals".
